The Authenticity of our Faith!

1st John Study - emphasis on 1st John 5:5-12
Sunday — November 2", 2025

CONTEXT: John in his first epistle has taken us through the major components that exist in those saved. We
are nearing the end of his letter that he wrote to clarify who is saved and thereby to provide assurance (1 John
5:13). His focus has been on three particular earmarks of true salvation: saving faith, love, and obedience. Last
time he defined these in terms of essentials leading to another earmark of overcoming the world. This was
summarized by “This is the victory that overcomes the world - our faith (1 John 5:4). From that John elaborates
what He means by, “Our faith.” His emphasis now moves to the authenticity of faith that is required and
essential. John implies that it is not enough to believe in a general way about Christ, but that true faith will
embrace who Christ is and what He specifically came to do and did on behalf of sinners. To highlight the
authentication of Christ and what He did, John reminds us of the witness by God the Father, and the Holy Spirit,
along with the testimony of changed lives of the recipients of Christ’s work in bearing our sins.
